Day of Wedding Timeline
Timeline for the Day

· 8:00am Wake up, set up tables (anyone washing their hair, needs to have dry hair before hair stylist arrives)
· 9:00am Hair Start Time
· 9:30am Makeup Start Time
· 9:00am - 10:00am Décor tables & other items (assign a few people to do this)
· 12:30pm Photographer arrives at the new bridal suite (large white building on the west side of the property), gets a few pictures of getting ready photos, then gets detail photos and pj/robes (have dress, shoes, jewelry, extra wedding invitation, rings… in an easy place for her to grab and go), dress photos
· 1:15pm Photographer gets groomsmen photos (hanging out) at the groom’s den
· 1:45pm Photographer getting ready photos (bridesmaids getting ready, bride getting in dress, mom/maid of honor helping get in dress)
· 2:50pm Bride gets into a car with mom to drive to the first look photos, park the car near the arbor, but out of the way for photos. (all the bridesmaids can come along at this time, just stay out of the way of photos)
· 3:00pm First look with bride and father at the confederate jasmine arbor. Then a few photos of bride/dad & bride/dad/mom (Dad should wait into the main venue until he is called to come outside to see the bride.) Bridal party waiting for photos- meet under the covered patio (near the confederate jasmine arbor, watch the first look from a short distance away) 
· 3:20pm Bridesmaid photos (tentative location- near the arbor by the woods)
· 3:50pm Bridesmaids go back to the bridal suite
· 3:40pm Guys should be dressed and ready to go for photos
· 3:50pm Photographer gets photos of the groomsmen (start at groom’s den for “getting ready”, then move wherever photographer wants- maybe gazebo/chapel area). 
· 4:20pm Photographer gets photos of groom & his family (sister, dad, grandma, and sister- any photos not taken here can be taken after the ceremony). Tentative location- gazebo/chapel (dad, sister, grandma can drive back there and then move car to near the main venue afterwards)
· 5:00pm Groom goes back to the groom’s den to cool off with the groomsmen
· 5:00pm While in the groom’s den or bridal suite cooling off, touching up hair/makeup…, this is a great time to get personal items picked up and in cars. If anyone wants to change during the reception, move these items to the changing area – the old bridal suite. 
· 5:00pm Photographer gets photos of ceremony, reception set up, décor, and guests arriving for ceremony
· 5:40pm Guests move to ceremony location (if anyone is at the main venue area)
· 5:45pm All guys (groomsmen, groom), minster, parents are at ceremony location 
· 6:00pm Ceremony begins
· 6:20pm Ceremony ends
· 6:20pm Guests go to cocktail hour and family/bridal party stay for any last-minute photos, then bride/groom photos (there will be more time for photos during sunset, try to get back to the main venue by 6:40 for grand entrance)
· 6:25pm Grazing table/cocktail hour in the inside and/or outdoor reception area/back porch area for guests
· 6:40pm Meet inside the main venue for grand entrance
· 6:45pm Grand entrance coming down the stairs by the back porch onto the dance floor for 1st dance, guests will blow bubbles
· 6:47pm Bride & Groom’s First Dance
· 6:51pm Bride & Father of the Bride Dance
· 6:53pm Groom & Mother of the Groom Dance
· 6:55pm Bride & Groom thank you to everyone for coming
· 6:56pm Prayer/Blessing the Food
· 6:58pm Cutting of cake
· 7:00pm Dinner- starting with Bride & Groom, then bridal party, then immediate family, then everyone
· 7:10pm Sunset photos with Mr. & Mrs. (finish eating after any sunset photos)
· 7:30pm Toasts/speeches (if applicable)
· 7:40pm Group photo of all guests on the owl
· 7:45pm Dance floor officially opens
· 8:00pm Photo song- One song plays while the couple is sitting on chairs, guests come to get photos with them
· 8:15pm Sparklers (if applicable)
· 8:30pm Photographer leaves 
· 8:30pm Groom’s Den is locked up, anything left inside will be moved to the main venue 
· 9:00pm Bridal suite is locked up, anything left inside will be moved to the main venue
· 11:30pm If the bartender is still here, alcohol stops, and the bartender cleans up their area
· 12:00am If the party is still going on, this is the end time. Pick up your décor/items you want to take with you and/or any excessive clean-up items. (We may put away some of the tables and chairs earlier in the evening if people aren’t sitting at the dinner tables anymore.) Anything you leave behind will be assumed to be donated or trash.
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
